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The first challenge before the
University was to identify the
location where the campus of the
University would be established.
As per the requirements, the State
Government is required to offer
possible sites for the University
and the Government of India is to
approve the site. To facilitate the
decision and take an informed
view, the Government of India is
to constitute a Central Site Selec-
tion Committee which will make
its recommendations.

In 2008, the Government of India
had constituted a common site
selection committee for the [IT
and the Central University, the

two centrally funded higher edu-
cational institutions that had been
sanctioned for Himachal Pradesh.
The Committee had then visited
Himachal Pradesh and recom-
mended the site for the IIT at
Mandi but could not make a spe-
cific recommendation for the
Central University as the state
government could offer only one
site at Dehra. Now the Central
Site Selection Committee was got
constituted once again which
visited the state to make a first
hand assessment afresh.

Besides arranging the visit of the
central site selection committee,
the University also initiated ac-
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tions for obtaining a postal ad-
dress and designing and develop-
ment of its website. Simultane-

ously, the University also submit-

ted its development proposals to

2009 and its first Statutes pro-
vide that the first Court, the
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first Academic Council and the
first Executive Council shall be
constituted by the Government
of India.

The Academic Council is the
principal decision making bod-
ies on all academic matters and
is headed by the Vice Chancel-
lor. Similarly, the Executive
Council is the principal deci-
sion making body on all aca-

demic and financial matter.
This body is also headed by the
Vice Chancellor. The Finance
Committee headed by the Vice
Chancellor is charged with the
responsibility of overseeing the
budget, accounts and other
financial matter. As per the
Statutes, these bodies shall have
a term of three years from the
date of they are constituted.
