UGC Approves Establishment of CHAIR

in Tribal Studies

The Statute 40 of the Cen-
tral University of the Hi-
machal Pradesh provides
for the establishment of a
Centre for Rural and Tribal
Studies under the School of
Social Sciences.

The UGC too, in principle,
has approved the establish-
ment of a CHAIR IN TRIBAL
STUDIES. This Chair shall
provide an excellent plat-
form and forum to launch
quality research and publi-
cations in this important
field of study.

The University proposes to
institute this CHAIR in ac-

cordance with the norms
and procedures as set
out for Chair Professor.

The Chair in Tribal Stud-
ies shall strive to pursue
scientific and independ-
ent research for creation
of database and evolving
strategies for research,
monitoring and evalua-
tion of the development
policies and programmes.
It shall also train people
for capacity building and
human resource develop-
ment and carry on action
research with field out-
reach and extension ser-

vices for the overall so-
cial, economic, political
& cultural development
in the Scheduled Tribes
Areas of Himachal
Pradesh.

The major objective of
this Chair would be to
undertake and share
original research on the
tribal cultures & tribal
languages; act as a think
tank in the area of Tribal
Studies; provide a forum
for inter-university/inter-
collegiate PG and re-
search level dialogues,

discussion meetings, summer/
winter institutes, involving other
universities / autonomous institu-
tions / research centres / PG cen-
tres; design and execute capacity-
building programmes for teachers
in higher education focused to-
wards Tribal Studies; strengthen
the role of Universities/Academics
in Public Policy making in the area
of Tribal Studies; conduct short-
term courses; undertake publica-
tions related to tribal issues in-
cluding the launch of a Journal on
Tribal Studies that would focus on
oral literature of the tribal lan-
guages and renew interest in lexi-
con projects, and educational en-

deavours that concentrate on
multilingual education; and also
involve in extension and network-
ing activities in the area of Tribal
Studies.

Some of the other concrete plans
that the Chair has envisaged are
identifying emerging issues in
tribal development related to
tribal rights over land, forests and
their management, educational
and health infra-structure devel-
opment etc.; identifying and pro-
moting avenues of employment
and sustainable livelihoods; en-
tering into partnerships with re-
search and educational institu-
tions for research, developmental

and consultative activities and the
like.

The Chair also proposes to enroll
students under its RD Programme
for award of M.Phil. & Ph.D., and
undertake sponsored research.

The Chair would be led by a Pro-
fessor, assisted by one Post Doc-
toral Research Associate, 3 Junior
Research Fellows, and 2 Technical
Assistants.

On 28th November 2013, a pres-
entation on behalf of CUHP was
made for this Chair by the Hon’ble
VC and Prof. Arvind Agrawal,
Dean, SoSS, in the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs, GOI, Shastri Bha-
wan, New Delhi.

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Lecture on Accessing Data & Information related to Science

The School of Physical & Material Sciences organ-
ised a Lecture on Research and Science Direct at
TAB (CUHP) on 25th October 2013 which was de-
livered by Mr. Vishav Sharma, Development Man-

ager from Elsevier Science & Technology, Gurgaon.

Prof. K.B. Joshi, Dean School of Physical & Material
Sciences and Chairman of the session introduced
the speaker Mr. Vishav Sharma. The session was
attended by M.Sc. students, Research Degree
scholars, library staff, and faculty members, Heads

of Departments and Deans of various Schools.

During the session Mr. Sharma elaborated on the
software driven techniques available to segregate
relevant and concrete information as well as data
from the plethora of information available on vari-
ous databases in general and on the ScienceDirect
in particular. He gave a live demonstration on the
techniques for searching e-books and allied litera-
ture of interest for M.Sc. students. Mr. Sharma
asked RD scholars to choose a keyword and ex-
plained how the information is displayed on the
ScienceDirect. He also showed the manner in
which the searches could be further narrowed
down as per the specific requirements of the

learner.

Mr. Sharma also demonstrated how researchers
and experts in up-coming fields and those of one’s
interest could be searched while looking into the
recent publications and keyword clouds. A differ-
ence in collecting information from various search
engines and the standard database was clearly
pointed out.

The talk was widely appreciated by RD scholars as

the information given would be very helpful in
choosing the topic of research, identifying re-
search areas closely knitted or overlapping with
the topic of other research fields, knowing about
the experts working in their field of research and
in emerging fields. The budding researchers also
got an idea as to where they could publish their
articles so that they can get maximum benefit in

terms of academic achievement and recognition.

For advanced users the new features to explore
scientific, technical and medical literature were
introduced. In the upcoming electronic environ-
ment ScienceDirect is offering research journals,
bibliographic databases and reference work for
researchers. The audience was also made aware
of the recent trends in publishing that uses video
abstracting. This has been introduced by almost
every publishing house in recent times. The idea
of Open Access was presented before the audi-
ence emphasising the pros and cons of an open

access publication of an article.

The session was conducted in the query-
response mode by the speaker. Queries were
raised by the speaker and the RD scholars giving
right response were rewarded with a small token
from Elsevier. The audience was of the view that
similar lectures should be arranged for in the fu-

ture too.

Elections to the First Students’ Council of CUHP Held

The Central University of Himachal
Pradesh (CUHP) strives for ‘Inclusive
Access and Excellence in Higher Edu-
cation and Research’ to emerge as a
premier university of the country on
a par with the best universities of
the world in terms of programmes
offerings, curricular framework,
pedagogy, research publication and
integration with the world of work.
The University follows a student-
centric approach to accomplish its
Vision.

The Central University Act 2009 and
Statute 36 of the Act provides for
the constitution of a Students Coun-
cil in the University for every aca-
demic session consisting of (i) DSW,
as Chairperson; (ii) Twenty students
to be nominated by the Academic
Council on the basis of merit of
studies in academics, sports, extra-
curricular activities; and (iii) Twenty
students to be elected by the stu-
dents from different schools as their
representatives.

The University framed its Ordinance for
the formation of Students Council in
consonance with the provisions in the
Act, Statute and the Lyngdoh Commit-
tee Report whose recommendations
have been accepted by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India to involve stu-
dents in different activities of the Uni-
versity and make it truly student-
centric.

Accordingly, the Central University of
Himachal Pradesh held the elections to
the Students Council on 22nd Novem-
ber 2013. The election process started
with Issue of Notification by the Dean,
Students Welfare, on 13th of Novem-
ber. In response to the issuing of notifi-
cation to elections, 37 candidates filed
their nomination papers from different
Schools for 20 seats. Out of these, 8
candidates withdrew their nominations
and the nomination papers of 2 stu-
dents were rejected as they did not
fulfill the minimum eligibility conditions
for contesting elections. Out of these
20 seats, 7 candidates (5 from the

School of Business & Management
Studies and 2 from the School of
Physical and Material Sciences)
were declared elected unopposed.

Polling for the First Students Coun-
cil was held for 13 seats on 22nd
November 2013 from 9 AM. to 1
P.M. Counting of votes was held on
the same day from 2 P.M. to 4.30
P.M. and the results were declared
at 5 P.M. With an overall voting
standing at 87.77 percent, the en-
tire election process was com-
pleted successfully. The entire vot-
ing was undertaken in full secrecy
and complete discipline. The whole
process of election to the Students
Council was held under the overall
supervision of Pro Vice Chancellor
Prof. Yoginder S. Verma and Dean,
Students Welfare, Prof. H. R.
Sharma.

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TREAT Entrance Examination for Admission to Research Degree Programme Held

The Central University of Himachal Pradesh had notified
for admission to the Research Degree (RD) Programmes
in 15 Departments / Centres under 10 Schools of Studies
for specific research area and discipline. These pro-
grammes are Management, Environmental Sciences,
Education, Humanities & Languages, Journalism, Mass
Communication & New Media, Life Sciences, Mathemat-
ics, Computers & Information Science, Physical and Ma-
terial Sciences, Social Sciences, and Tourism, Travel &
Hospitality Management.

There were two categories of applicants for admission—
those exempted from entrance exam since they had
cleared JRF and NET/SLET or had a teaching experience

of 10 years in a State or Central university or Govt. or

Govt.-aided Colleges/Institutions, and non-exempted.

In total 1033 applications were received (347 ex-
empted and 686 non-exempted) against 64 seats in all
Programmes of Studies. Suitability of non-exempted
applicants for admission in various RD Programmes
was judged using aptitude-based common entrance
examination (TREAT) which was conducted on 24th
November 2013 at three examination centres namely
Shahpur (HP), Chandigarh, and Delhi.

TREAT was conducted successfully at all the three cen-
tres with a turn-out of a total of 484 (75%). The result
of TREAT was declared on 29th November 2013 as per
schedule and interviews would be held on 5th & 6th
December 2013.

Professor Arvind Agrawal Invited to Deliver Talk at an International Symposium at Brussels, Belgium

Prof. Arvind Agrawal, Dean, School of Social Sciences, was invited to the International Symposium on “The Judge is

a Woman” (November 7-8, 2013) organized by the Universite Libre de Bruxelles, Brussels, Belgium to be main

speaker. This symposium was attended by Judges from Supreme Courts of UK, Germany, Belgium, European Court

and academicians. Prof. Agrawal delivered his lecture on “Women in Judiciary in India: A Sociological Analysis”.

Prof. Hans Raj Sharma Receives UGC Major Research Project

Prof. Hans Raj Sharma, Head, Department of Econom-
ics and Public Policy has received sanction for under-
taking a UGC sponsored Major Research Project (MRP)
on the topic titled "Micro-Enterprises in Rural Non-
Farm Sector in Himachal Pradesh: An Empirical Study
in Production, Technology and Marketing”. The area of
specialisation under which this study would be under-
taken is Agricultural Economics and Rural Develop-

ment.

This MRP proposes to study and document (a) the type
of agricultural commodities produced, (b) production
technologies adopted, (c)

marketing strategies

adopted, (d) challenges of economic liberalisation &
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globalisation, (e) role of institutional frameworks in

nurturing these enterprises and (f) constraints faced.

The study would be undertaken in 3 out of 12 districts
of H.P. that have the highest concentration of micro-
enterprises. One block each would then be selected
from each of these districts that has the highest con-
centration of micro-enterprises. Random sampling
method would be adopted for selecting the house-
hold/enterprises at the village level. Descriptive statis-
tical analysis and regression analysis would be used for

drawing conclusions.

This research would be accomplished within a period

of 2 years with a sanctioned budget of Rs.7.33 Lakhs.

10th Academic Council Meeting Held

The 10th Academic Council Meeting was held on No-
vember 15, 2013 at TAB, Shahpur. This AC Meeting is
significant because this is the re-constituted subse-
guent Academic Council which comprises a dominant
number of members drawn from within the University
and only ten members drawn from outside. The first
Academic Council in contrast had comprised all exter-
nal members. Some of the major points that were de-
liberated were admission for RD programme, eligibility
of supervisors for Ph.D. guidance and allotted strength
for supervision; declaration of Assets and Liabilities by
the University Employees; adoption of various regula-
tions formulated by the UGC for the transparent and
efficient governance of educational institutions viz. (i)
UGC (Promotion of Equity in Higher Educational Insti-
tutions) Regulations, 2012. (ii) UGC (Mandatory Assess-
ment and Accreditation of Institutions) Regulations,
2012. (iii) UGC (Grievance Redressal) Regulations,
2012; holding of the 2nd Convocation of the University
and to recommend the name(s) of eminent person(s)

for conferring Honorary Degree; establishment of Chair

for Tribal Studies; ratification of Ordinance No. 45
dealing with the formation of the Students’ Council;
recommendations of the School Boards for considera-
tion and approval; to place before the AC the imple-
mentation of Research Projects sanctioned by different
funding agencies during the financial year 2013-14;
approval for the launch of B.Ed. and M.Ed. integrated
courses under the School of Education with the adop-
tion of lateral entry & exit option in the programme;
regulation relating to the procedure for the Award of
Freeships to regular students at PG level; procedures
relating to the maintenance of Annual Performance
Appraisal Report in respect of Non-teaching employ-
ees; amendment in the Ordinance 24 dealing with the
Cadre Recruitment Rules including Manner of Appoint-
ment and Emoluments of Employees other than
Teacher and Other Academic Staff and entrusting the
VC the power to nominate 20 students to the First Stu-
dents Council on the basis of merit in the field of stud-

ies, sports and extra-curricular activities.
