Second Board of Studies Meeting of the Dept. of Economics and Public Policy 

The 9th edition of the Colloquium Series of the Department of Physics & Astronomical Science was organised on 

28th October 2013 at TAB, Shahpur. The theme of the Colloquium was: Making Physics A Fun, under the guidance 

of Dr. B.C Chauhan. This session was presided by Dr. OSKS Sastri, HOD, and Chaired by Prof. K.B. Joshi, Dean, 

School of Physical & Material Sciences. 

The session started with various demonstrations of physical phenomena. One can enhance learning by involving 

more than one sense of the learner. Ensuring active participation  was the motive behind the current theme in or-

der to make Physics learning more interesting and enthusiastic by simple demonstrations. Through self arranged 

demonstrations the students performed and explained a number of experiments showing the various phenomena 

of physics viz. Total Internal Reflection, Bernoulli’s Principle, Atmospheric Pressure and Adhesion. The demonstra-

tions were observed very keenly by the audience and with a great participation of everyone. Afterwards, Dr. B.C. 

Chauhan delivered a talk on “Making of Hologram”. He explained how holograms are made and what are their 

technological implications in various fields. Finally the Chairperson Dr. K. B. Joshi closed this session by reiterating 

that such sessions were very useful for enhancing learning and clarifying concepts, and how and why things hap-

pen in nature.  

Making Physics A Fun—9th Colloquium Session in Physics Department 
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Prof. K.M. Shrivastava is a senior Professor of News Agency Journalism in the Indian Institute of Mass 
Communication (IIMC), New Delhi, and also an active media professional. His contributions have been 
to all forms of media—both within the country and abroad. He was plenary speaker at the International 
Association of Media and Communication Research (IAMCR) Conference in Glasgow (1998) on the sub-
ject of Constraints in Communication. He was an IAMCR delegate to the UN World Summit on Informa-
tion Society ( Geneva , December 2003 and Tunis 2005) 

Prof. Shrivastava participated in IAMCR Conferences held in New Delhi (1986) Yugoslavia (1990), Brazil 
(1992), Ireland(1993), South Korea(1994), Australia (1996), Mexico (1997), United Kingdom (1998)., 
Singapore (2000), Hungary (2001), Spain (2002), Egypt (2006) and Sweden (2008). 

Besides he spoke at conferences organised by Moscow State University (1995, 2002), Canberra University (1996, 1999), Uni-
versity of Leicester (2000), British Film Institute (2001), University of Tempere, Finland (2002), International Institute of Sociol-
ogy (1997, 2001) and Asian Media Information and Communication Centre (AMIC), Singapore (1994, 2000). Chaired a session 
at AMIC conference in Manila (2001) He spoke and chaired a session at the Dialogue on Cultural Diversity at Forum Barcelona 
(2004). He also participated in International Press Institute Conferences in Vienna (2002), Warsaw (2004), Istanbul (2007) and 
Helsinki (2009) 
His books include News Reporting and Editing (1987), Radio and TV Journalism (1989), Media Issues (1992), Media Towards 
21st Century (1998), Broadcast Journalism in the 21st Century (2005), Media Ethics: Veda to Gandhi and Beyond (2005), News 
Agencies from Pigeon to Internet (2007), Public Relations in the Digital Era (2007), Korean edition of  News Agencies from Pi-
geon to Internet (2009), The Right to Information: A Global Perspective (2009). 

He has made valuable contributions in the form of Chapters and Articles to various edited volumes. Other important contribu-
tions are in The Blackwell International Encyclopaedia of Communication, Blackwell Publishing Ltd., Oxford (2008, Online Edi-
tion 2009) and News Agencies in the Turbulent Era of the Internet (Catalan News Agency, 2010). 

Prof. K.M. Shrivastava—A Brief Profile 

Central University of Himachal Pradesh (CUHP) was established under the Central       

Universities Act 2009 enacted by the Parliament of India. The University became functional 

from 20th January 2010 with Professor Furqan Qamar assuming the charge as the first and 

founder Vice Chancellor of the University 

Standing for Inclusive Access and Excellence in Higher Education, it is a multidisciplinary  

university . The Vision document of the University provides for seventeen different schools 

with five to six Departments and two to three Centres in each school. Of these eleven 

Schools and  seventeen Departments and two Centres have been made functional 

The University has adopted comprehensive choice based credit system which mandates   

students to accumulate at least 30 percent credits from departments other than those in 

which they major.

The University is to have its headquarter in Dharamshala and two distinct campuses located 

in Dharamshala and Dehra, both in the picturesque Kangra District of Himachal Pradesh. 

The land for both the campuses have been identified and allotted to the University  and   

proposal for FCA clearance  is at the advanced stages of progress. Following which, the 

land  is likely to be transferred to the University and construction of permanent campuses 

shall begin. 

 In the Interim, the university has commenced its academic activities from the    

Temporary Academic Block (TAB) located at Shahpur in the Kangra District. The 

Headquarter of the University is located at Camp Office at Dharamshala.
